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SYSTEM & TECHNOLOGY

LICT uses one of the most important system
implemented in international terminals
(Terminal Operating System /TOS), which is
internally linked with in-house system
developed by Syrian engineers to adapt the
local procedures and systems as an
substitute of the traditional operation in
Lattakia port.

LICT team send and receive electronically
information to /from LICT clients (shipping
lines, previous and next terminals, brokers
and goods owners) using Electronic Data
Exchange files (EDI) guaranteed confidential
and speed work. As it gives per recipient full
information (time of arrival, number of
containers, locations, expected time of vessel
departure, kind of imported & exported
cargo in addition to many other information).

LICT team uses TOS to plan yards, berths,
vessels & organize vessels operations, yards
operations gates, rails and customers
services such as stripping, stuffing,
inspection requests and others without the
direct work of LICT.

High quality services, accuracy and speed
relaying information those led to high
productivity are the major goals of LICT.
